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Qualifications

The participants must meet the general requirements in order to enter into the operational crew on a Danish ship.

References

· The Danish Maritime Authority’s Order no. 832 of 10 November 1999 on qualification requirements for seafarers and fishermen and on certificates of competency. 

· The Danish Maritime Authority’s circular letter AU 5/01 on reporting to the Danish Maritime Authority.

· The STCW Convention, Chapter V/1 article 1.2.

In addition to the objectives and goals of the educational programme, the educational institution must choose, as its basis, the relevant IMO “Model Courses” and international guidelines for tanker operations, as stated in the STCW Convention, when planning the course. 

Definitions

By “tanker” is meant a vessel, which carries liquid cargo in bulk. Furthermore, the term includes oil, chemical and gas tankers. 

Course diplomas and registration

The educational institution must issue and register course diplomas for course participants, who complete the course with a satisfactory result, and in addition, report these to the Danish Maritime Authority. Course diplomas must be in the form stated in Annex 2.

Requirements of instructors

Instructors must overall have a level of qualifications, which is higher than the vocational level of the course. By level of qualifications is meant – besides pedagogical qualifications – documented theoretical vocational and/or professional qualifications. The following is considered a satisfactory level of qualifications:

· senior lecturer at maritime educational institutions with theoretical and practical knowledge of tankers or

· ship’s officer with at least 1 year of professional experience as officer on watch on board a tanker and training as an instructor.

Requirements of equipment

At the course, the following equipment must be available:

· fresh-air device(s)

· protective suit(s)

· gas masks with matching gas filters

· measuring equipment for measuring oxygen and gas concentration

The equipment must be able to be used in practical training and demonstration.

Taxonomy

The taxonomy used in Annex 1 is applied for the purpose of describing objectives and goals, (classification of educational goals).

Objective

The course participant must obtain such skills and knowledge regarding tankers that he or she meets the requirements about education in accordance with the STCW Convention, Chapter A-V/1, article 1-7. 

Duration

Duration of the course is 3 days.

Educational goals

Upon completion of the course, it is the goal that the course participant must:

· have knowledge of the structure and fitting of various tankers, including gas tankers and chemical tankers,

· have knowledge of loading/unloading arrangements on types of tankers of common occurrence,

· be informed in general about international and national legislation as well as regulations and codes, which apply to tankers, including regulations on environmental protection,

· be able to explain the most essential security risks when working on board a tanker, including fire risk, poisoning and long-term influences.

· have knowledge of commonly used terminology in relation to tankers,

· have knowledge of the characteristics of liquid cargo, including in particular characteristics that present a security risk for the ship and its crew,

· have knowledge of equipment and procedures followed at loading, unloading and transporting liquid cargo,

· have knowledge of procedures followed when cleaning tanks,

· appreciate how oil pollution can be prevented on board tankers,

· be able to apply safety precautions and procedures on board tankers for the prevention of risk of fire, oil spill and other factors that can present a security risk for the ship and its crew,

· be able to apply personal protective equipment and

· be able to use measuring equipment of common occurrence on board tankers, including measuring of oxygen- and gas concentrations.

Evaluation

Approval of the course must take place based on an individual evaluation of the course participants’ compliance with objectives and goals.

Annex 1:
TAXONOMY (classification of educational goals)

General information
The taxonomy that is primarily used in the following goal descriptions is presented in the table below. For this taxonomy, the following applies:

· the individual steps of the classification explain the behaviour that a student who has completed the education, must demonstrate.

· the system consists of six classification steps (goal categories). Combined they should cover all sorts of goals within the areas of knowledge and intellectual skills, regardless of the nature and subjects of the education.

· The classification steps are arranges according to complexity. The knowledge goals are the most simple and the assessment goals are the most complex. When the student for instance meets a requirement on analysis level, he or she can also meet the knowledge, understanding and application goals within the same problem complex or educational field.

· If the description “inform about” is used, actual learning is not considered available, i.e. the topic dealt with is not subject to presentation, and result check cannot be performed.

	Examples of other suitable expressions of behaviour:
	The classification steps can in short be described as follows:

	1. Have knowledge of:

Must be able to retell advised information from memory.
	Describe, account for, appropriate, identify, mention, define, retell, recognize.
	Knowledge is narrowly defined as approval or recount of advised information.

	2. Have understanding of:

Must be able to, in personal style, to account for advised information and in a familiar situation make use of this under instruction.
	Explain, word, interpret, calculate, put forward, demonstrate, explain in own words, give examples.
	Understanding includes that some given information can be interpreted, which presupposes reorganization and summing up a given content.

	3. Be able to apply:

Shall in any given situation, to which advised information can naturally be assigned, be able to apply this without instruction.
	Apply, choose, solve, distinguish, test, use, accomplish, classify, establish, construct, comply with, arrange, make use of, exercise, perform, be active.
	Application implies that obtained knowledge can be transferred to new situations or new problems that are similar to already known types. 

	4. Be able to analyze:

Must be able to categorize information in its components and give an account of what characterizes the relationship between them. 
	Compare, relate, find, extract, select, conclude from, analyze, demonstrate, record.
	Analysis of information is the first step in a more independent problem solving of completely new and unknown problems. 

	5. Be able to form a synthesis:

Be able to compare advised information to earlier experiences an through that word one’s own opinion on the subject. 
	Propose, recount, combine, conclude, organize, plan.
	Synthesis requires that a new comprehensive picture be worked out. The students shall place together their knowledge in a, to them, new way.

	6. Be able to assess:

Must by combination of knowledge, understanding, application, analysis and synthesis be able to make an assessment of different views and form a decision on this basis.
	Determine, control, judge, consider, criticize, discuss, evaluate. 
	Assessment includes that the assessment is based on criteria. It is not sufficient to put forward a subjective estimate. An assessment will often be influenced by personal opinions, but these must then expressed in the criteria that are put forward of the assessment.
